AFFIDAVIT of PROBABLE CAUSE

1. On 10-06-05 this officer responded to the Brasserie, 1679 Lincoln Hwy East Lancaster PA fro a disturbance with a
patron. Upon the course of the investigation it was detemined the actor became irate when he was flagged by the
bartender after he became beligerent with another customer. After being flagged the accused refused to pay his bill
of $36.50 he also refused to leave the bar.

2. Upon this officer's arrival the accused was sitting at the bar. Upon my request he exited the premisis to the parking
lot. While speaking with him about the incident in the bar he became highly agitated and began yelling cbsenities
that | and the situation was "chickenshit".He then trew a credit card at this officer. During this time nimerous patrons
were entering and exiting the restaurant.

3. The suspect continued yelling and refusing to provide his information. He kept walking away and flailing his
arms.Due to his behavoir he was placed into custody for everyones safety.

4. While in custody the accused accessed his cell phone and called Lancaster County Wide Communications and
called the 9-1-1 line on three occasions, at 2026 hrs, 2029 hrs and 2035 hrs. The accused spoke with dispatcher
Jennifer Miller. He told Miller he needed the assistance of the State Palice.

5. The actor was in custody and not in danger and there was no justification to use the emergency line.
