AFFIDAVIT of PROBABLE CAUSE

1. This officer followed a red Honda Odyssey with Pa. Reg. FXM-4153 south bound on New Danville Pk. from the
intersection of Millersville Rd. The vehicle did travel across the double yellow line three times and across the fog line
once. The vehicle crossed the fog line, traveled off the shoulder, narrowly missing an enbankment.

2. This officer initiated a vehicle stop in the 2100 blk. of New Danville Pk. The def. immediaiely exited his vehicle. The
def. was ordered to get back into the vehicie. The def. entered the driver seat and locked the doors and closed the
windows. The def. was told multiple times to put the window down and produce license, registration and insurance
informatlon. The def. refused to produce the information for approximately a half hour.

3. The def. was toid many times by three different officers to produce the info. and exit the vehicle. The def. was then
told that he was at this point, considered to be resisting arrest for suspected DUI. The def. continued to resist.

4. This officer observed a metal hatchet on the floor of the vehicle, which was placed within arms reach, just to the right
of the driver seat with the handle pointing toward the seat. The def. had no apparent common lawful purpose to
possess this hatchet as a tool.

5. This officer advised the def. that a window was going to be braken fo effect the arrest. The def. continued to resist.

This officer was forced to use substantial force to affect the arrest by breaking the front passenger window.

The def. stated multiple times, “I'm not opening the window. | don't trust you guys.”

The def. did exhibit a moderate odor of an alcohclic beverage on his breath and blood shot, giassy eyes.

The def. was transported to S.R.P.D. station where he submitted to a chemical breath test on a Breathalyzer, RBT-1V,

administered by Cpl. Eisenhour of West Lampeter Twp. P.D. The first sample given was .076% B.A.C. The second
