Enclosed are supporting documents for the above captioned complaint. I hope
that you can find a resolution and an expeditious settlement to this outstanding
claim. This claim has resulted in at least fraud for failure to settle a legitimate claim;

Insurance and the Lancaster City Police Department,

In Addition, if my mother/brother, who instructed me to move my possessions
into the property at 1250 Fremont Street, are alsc refusing to advanced this claim,
then they too would be guilty as well. In my last conversation with my brother,
Steven Caterbone, he told me that Mark Hough told him that my mother's premiums
would be increased too high, which I believe is illegal.

You will find a history of these crimes that resulted in settlements while I lived at
220 Stone Hill Road, Conestoga. Harlleysville Insurance Company paid on several
claims of the very same nature; vandalism and thefts of property,

You will find that I have gone beyond my means and resources to prevent these
crimes and this respective claim for theft and property damage. I have alerted all
public law enforcement agencies and officials; 1 have became a Neighborhood Block
Captain for the City of Lancaster, and have gone so far as file for Mediation with the
Lancaster City Police Department. 1 also had several meeting with Lancaster City
Mayor Richard Gray over the past several years. I anticipate the installation of
biometric finger print entry locks on both the front and rear doors in the very near
future when funds become available.

Most important is the activity and criminal record of my next door neighbor,
Wiiliam "Lefty" Plank of 1252 Fremont Street.

You will also find that I have been successful in September of 2008 in
the Third Circuit Court of Appeals; and have continued to file criminal complaints of
obstruction of justice in the U.S. Attorney's Office.

I have provided the enclosed binder for your careful considerations. You will also
find a few of my legal cases that are very much related to this claim. I have been
appearing pro se in both state and federal courts for the past 4 years. I look forward

to your response.

FRAUD - In criminal law, fraud is the crime or offense of deliberately deceiving
another in order to damage them - usually, to obtain property or services unjustly.
[1] Fraud can be accomplished through the aid of forged objects. In the criminal law
of common law jurisdictions it may be called "theft by deception,” "larceny by trick,"
"larceny by fraud and deception,” or something similar.

Extortion, outwresting, or exaction is a criminal offense which occurs when a
person unlawfully obtains either money, property or services from a person, entity,
or institution, through coercion.
